(Framingham, MA) Native Plant Trust, the nation’s first plant conservation organization and the only one solely focused on New England’s native plants, announces 100 new programs for the fall /winter season. Program registration is open effective immediately.

From field studies and botany labs to landscape design tours and horticulture workshops, this season’s programs offer opportunities for people with every level of experience and interest. “We are offering an even greater range of programs throughout New England,” says Courtney Allen, Native Plant Trust’s Director of Public Programs. Offsite locations stretch from Old Lyme, CT, to Montpelier, VT, to Falmouth, ME, in addition to programs held at Native Plant Trust’s botanic garden, Garden in the Woods, in Framingham, MA, and its native plant nursery at Nasami Farm in Whately, MA.

Fall program highlights include a native plant design symposium, a botany book club and story slam, and a free conservation lecture series offered at several town libraries throughout Massachusetts, funded by local cultural councils. Programs are eligible for continuing education credits for professionals in conservation, horticulture, landscape, and arboriculture.

Native Plant Trust partners with Historic New England for two events this fall as part of the ongoing series “New Takes on Historic Landscapes.” The series explores landscape design in a historical context, with discussion about contemporary native plant alternatives for historic landscapes. Native Plant Trust will offer the program at Barrett House in New Ipswich, NH, on August 24 and at the Lyman Estate in Waltham, MA, on October 5. To register, visit www.NativePlantTrust.org.

Native Plant Trust is among the first organizations worldwide to receive Advanced Conservation Practitioner accreditation by London-based Botanic Gardens Conservation International (BGCI), which included an endorsement by an International Advisory Council representing six continents.
